
COLTS ENJOY RARE WINNING FEELING

Its not all about winning for Leominster Minors Under 10 Colts but they relished gaining just their second win of the season after a thrilling 4-3 win at Golden Valley. The Colts started brightly but it looked a familiar story as the team went in 2-0 down at half-time.  After the re-start player of the match Toby Smith turned his defender to power home his first ever goal. It looked to be only a consolation as Golden Valley responded to go 3-1 up. The Colts comeback began, firstly with Jack Milward finshing well in a crowded box, and then with time running out AJ Phillips scrambled an equaliser.  Incredibly there was still time for a winner with Jack Milward scoring directly from a corner with the last kick of the game. 
After a tough season in League A the Under 13 Colts completed back to back wins with a good win over Weston. After the break Watton rounded off some excellent team play with three further goals with Ledbury scoring a consolation goal near the end.
Minors U14’s increased their lead at the top of League A with a 5-1 victory over Hinton. Hugo Benson opened the scoring powering home a flick on by Adam Herbert from a Harry Randell throw. Hinton quickly equalised but Minors responded with two goals from new signing Tyler Watson, one for Ian Patterson and the best of the bunch from Adam Herbert with a magnificent solo effort.

Minors Under 15’s travelled to Presteigne with an injury depleted team but made a first half breakthrough after a pinpoint cross from Sam Archer-Plane was perfectly met by Tommy Murphy who headed home.  Callum Davies scored a second before Presteigne pulled one back from the spot, the ball hitting the bar only to strike keeper Jake Gregory on the back of the head and cross the line. Presteigne defended strongly but Minors extended the margin of victory with two goals from Connor Bufton, the second a header after lovely build up play from Tom Cornes and Tommy Murphy. 

There was a memorable win for Minors Under 10 Girls who came away victorious against a strong Hereford Lads Club Vixens side.  Minors dominated the early possession but fell behind to a goal against the run of play just before half time. The team again started strongly in the second half and were rewarded within minutes when Amber Gorman ran through to slot past the keeper to bring the scores level. Minors then went ahead when Kelsey Macdonald fed the ball across the area for Tin Conway to run on to and find the net with a well struck shot low into the goal. The Vixens pressed hard but Minors defended well for a hard earned win. 
Minors Under 12 Girls had a close game with close rivals Hereford Girls. A superb shot from Imogen Ramshaw gave Minors the early advantage and it took Hereford until the second half to draw level.
